BY CAR The church is situated on the corner of Malvern Road and London Road 
(A23 London to Brighton). There is limited space in the Church car park but parking 
is permitted in the side roads surrounding the Church; be sure to avoid the Red 
Route which is operating on the London Road and part of the Malvern Road.
BUSES –  60, 64, 109, 198, 250 and 289 – the 60 and 109 'STOP' (named 'Colliers 
Water Lane') is nearest to the Church, whereas the others involve a short walk from 
Thornton Heath Bus Garage, situated on the corner of Whitehall Road and London 
Road.
TRAINS – Thornton Heath Station (in Zone 4) is the nearest to the Church and is 
served from London Victoria and East Croydon Railway Stations.
